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        I have really been impressed 
by how well our Road Captains 
give good warnings of what is in 
the road ahead.   If you have been 
riding with us, you have often 
heard, “Road kill, center track,”  or 
“Loose gravel, left track,”  or “  
Watch for the truck coming out, 
right side,”  or “We’ve got Incom-
ing traffic entering highway on the 
right - be careful.”  

These warnings from our Road Captains are very helpful to us 
because it gives us plenty of time to  to respond to road conditions and 
prepares us for what’s ahead.  You may have also noticed the bike in 
front or their co-rider pointing downward at the hazard on the road as 
they safely pass by it, so you will know just where it is.  You may have 
also heard the rider in drag position giving us warnings like, “18-
wheelers or Big Boys  passing the group on the left,”  or “Watch the fast-
approaching car coming up the left lane,”   or pointing out unsafe-looking 
vehicles.   These are some of the things that make riding in a GWRRA 
group safe and so much fun.  

Besides group riding, you will most likely be doing some rid-
ing by yourself this summer. You may go on a  vacation trip or just out 
on a local ride.  Hopefully all of us will practice safety first by keeping 
focused on the changing road conditions, whether it road kill, a pot hole, 
an animal running out toward you, vehicles around you, or traffic light 
changes.  Also try to keep this important thought in mind: It’s ok to miss 
your turn or miss your exit.  You can always go down to the next exit and 
then return to where you should have made the turn.  That way you avoid 
making a fast turn which may be unsafe for many reasons, including road 
conditions, handling the bike, traffic-related conditions and other drivers 
who may be caught by surprise.  

Being able to avoid hazards, including animals is also an im-
portant safety item to remember.  If this summer is anything like last 
summer, there will be many deer out again this year.  As motorcycle 
riders, we must  be extremely focused on watching for deer, especially 
during the evening hours when a deer can jump out at anytime.  I had a 
wake up call last year down in Tennessee. It was in the evening hours 
when a deer jumped out right in front of me through a tree lined area.  I 
had to get on the brakes heavily.  The deer was very close to me and on 
the go.  We never know what a deer will do next so watching for them 
and being focused will help.  I’m really not sure how effective either air 
deer whistles or electronic deer whistles are, but having one on my bike 
gives me some peace of mind when I am out in those densely wooded 
area roads in the evening hours. I may even put on the cheaper plastic 
ones that work all the time (just in case they really work).   

Staying focused, scanning the road, riding within your limita-
tions, slowing down when in those uncertain areas are key. Thanks again 
to our Ride Captains for the great communication they have provided us 
and for being our extra set of eyes!!!  Happy and Safe riding on Life’s 
Highways!!!!
