| n GWRRA we are always doing things in groups.
We meet our fellow chapter members and ride
together for lunch, dinner two to three times a
month. Most chapters have this kind of
camaraderie and fellowship in one form or
another. Then, of course, there are our monthly

gatherings (Chapter meetings) where we meet, eat

and have fun. And the rides we take to visit other
chapters to support them and various other events
that our chapter or district or another chapter has
planned. Most of the time we ride together in
groups traveling to and from our destinations.

Every time we ride in groups, someone is in the
Lead position. In our chapter, it is someone that

we trust, respect and have confidence in. Someone

with good judgment, who is prepared to lead the
group from the starting point all the way to our
destination. Someone who has a planned route
and who shares it with the group. We also have
another rider who is used to bring up the rear of
the group. This is our drag bike, or Tail Gunner.
These two, Lead and Drag, work together like The
Captain and Tennille. The Drag listens for the
request from the Lead to “secure a lane” and then
informs the Lead once the lane is “secure”. The
lead then tells the rest of the group to look &ithe
left or right and then to move left or right. They
communicate well with each other and with the
rest of the group. They let us know what is going
on around us when we are turning well in advance
of our turn merging traffic, traffic in the
crossroads. With these two in charge we know
that they are looking out for our safety and we fee
that we are very safe and can enjoy the scenery
around us.

Hold on a minute though!!!! We all need to
remember that even those of us in the middle of
the group also have responsibilities. We are
responsible for passing on hand signals that the
Lead may give such as the single file formation,
pointing out potholes and road kill, sand, grass or

rocks in the corners and other hazards. We need to

be aware of who we are riding with, too. The
burden is not all the Lead and Drag bikes. We
cannot sleep because we are in the middle of the
pack. We must remain ALERT. Remember
hazards don't just happen in front of the group. A
deer or dog or other animal could dart out in front
of any one in the group. We need to be aware of
our surroundings and be prepared to act at all
times. Itis nice to have a Lead and a Drag hglpin
look out for our safety, but remember your safety
is YOUR responsibility. Do not give it away to
someone else. Be sure to ride your own ride even
when team riding.
